Planning Travel:  A Guide for Persons with Bleeding Disorders

Are you planning a trip?  Have you considered your bleeding disorder in planning for your travel?  

Travel poses risk for anyone.  For people with bleeding disorders, the risk may be increased by different activity levels, different health care systems, or characteristics of the specific location visited.  A careful assessment of the risks and benefits of travel is the best first step when planning your trip.  There is a new planning resource available to you from your Bleeding Disorders Clinic.  The planner is designed to highlight specific aspects of travel planning for people with bleeding disorders.
